
LIVE RELEASE RATE 
 
The LIVE RELEASE RATE of canines and felines was adopted in January 2003 
and revised in September 2003, then again in November 2004.  This formula will 
be used to determine the percentage of dogs and cats that are successfully 
released from an organization.  All agencies will report their LIVE RELEASE 
RATE using the following method of calculation.
